County Development Programme 2007

Selection Criteria

For BAGCAT swimmers (Boys aged 9-14 and girls aged 9-13) selection will be based on results from the 200IM coupled with BAGCAT points achieved at the 2007 County Championships. 

For Youth swimmers (Boys 15-17 and girls 14-17) selection will be based on GB points based on Olympic events.

A number of places will be allocated for wild card entries; for these places club coaches will be asked to nominate swimmers who they feel should be on the programme and who missed out on selection, perhaps due to illness etc. The final decision for these places remains with the County Development committee. 

The cut off age for the programme is the swimmers age on the last day of county championship competition of that year (i.e. in 2007 this will be age as at 25 March 2007).

Any swimmer who has been selected for a higher level swimmer development programme (i.e. regional and national camps) will not be selected for the County Development programme.

The development programme will maintain its 3 age group strands; however there will be the opportunity for swimmers to move between age bands to ensure high performers are with swimmers of similar ability. 

The age band for the programme for 2007 has been reduced to fall in line with the ASA Inter-county age groups.

Coaches who attend the development days may be able to collect licensing points.
