MEET CONDITIONS AND COMPETITON RULES 2008

ENTRIES
All entries must satisfy the Qualification
requirements set out below.
Application for entry must have been correctly
made by the specified date and accepted by the
promoter.  The promoter reserves the right to
reject any entry.  All entries must have the correct
entry fee included. There will be NO POOLSIDE
ENTRIES accepted on the day of the Meet.
Entries received that do not represent a
swimmer’s personal best time at the date of entry
will be rejected and no refund given. We will make
random checks
Entries  will be accepted on a first come basis.
Entries with no time will be accepted only if the
event is undersubscribed. S.S.C reserves the
right to include up to two S.S.C competitors per
event with no time.
AGE
Ages are 9,10yrs,11yrs and 12 yrs and are as at
18th May 2008. Combined ages for IM events
COMPETITION ORGANISATION
Admittance to the poolside will be by pass or
entry card only. Entry cards must be posted 45
minutes before the session commences. Heats
will be seeded according to the times submitted.
Swimmers who swim faster than the cut off times
minus allowance will be awarded a Speeding
Ticket. All events are HDW. Swimmers should
report to the stewards in the designated area
when their event is called.
This event is run under ASA Law
SPEEDING TICKETS
A maximum speeding allowance will be applied
as follows:- 2.5 sec Age 9 & 10, 2.0 secs age 11 &
12 all events except IM which will be 3.5 sec for
all ages.
COACHES PASSES
These include poolside pass, programme and full
set of results but no food.  Limited to two per club
except by special request.

LICENSING
This meet has a Level 4 license application
pending.
TROPHIES
All winners will receive a Crystal Trophy; Places
second to eighth will receive medals or trophies.
PRESENTATIONS
There will be no formal presentations. Trophies
can be collected during the gala from the trophy
officer when the results have been confirmed.

SPECTATORS
Spectators are accepted on the basis of available
seating capacity. In the event of the seating being
all taken the organisers reserve the right to refuse
admission on health and safety grounds. Children
should not be seated when adults require seats.

REFRESHMENTS
Subject to unforeseen circumstances
refreshments should be available provided by
Wolverhampton Pool

RESULTS
 A complete set of results can be posted for
£2.00. Orders will be taken at the pay desk.

SECURITY
The promoters advise that clothing or other
articles should not be left on the pool side, or in
the changing rooms, the promoters nor the Baths
staff can accept responsibility for consequent
loss or damage. Please use the lockers provided.
The promoters reserve the right to refuse
admission to any competitor or spectator.
SAFETY
Swimmers are advised to take care when diving
into the pool, during warm-ups and competition.
All swimmers must have reached the standard of
the A.S.A. competitive start award. No outdoor
shoes on the poolside please.
